Brian Houstan, representing the Leedsville Realty owners, Jim Flaherty and Bob Skibsted spoke
to the Board. He told the Board the owners own 3 parcels of land on Leedsville Road. Two of
the parcels have single family residences and the third is vacant. The owners propose to merge
the vacant lot of 3.12 acres with the adjoining lot to create a lot of 5.41 acres. From that lot they
would like to convey two small parcels .06 of an acre and .32 of an acre and merge it with the



other property adjoining which would create a lot of 1.47 acres. Each lot has its own well and
septic system and is in the RR zone. The lots are pre-existing, non-conforming and by merging
those two lots it would put the one parcel above the 5 acre zoning.

Michael Hayes stated that usually a Forest
Management Plan has a time frame. If the time frame needs to be extended, they must come
back before the Board to get that extension. Mr. Fontaine wanted to know how long was this
plan approved for? Mr. Hayes stated he must look at the Forestry Management Plan set forth by
Mr. Ramey. What the Board is actually giving is site plan approval on these timber harvesting
projects.



Nextel Cell Tower ZBA Height Variance DeLavergne Hill
Amenia, NY

There will be a joint meeting with the ZBA on October 19t at 7:00 P.M. to discuss the celltower.
A representative from Nextel as well as their attorney will be present. Michael Hayes stated

that a lawsuit has been filed three different times regarding this cell tower and each time it has
been dismissed. The Federal Court of Appeals stated there will be no more attempts to litigate
those issues. Nextel’s permit is going to expire so they must renew the variance and special use
permit. One question to be discussed will be who will be the lead agency. If the application

has been filed by 10/19/2011 what date could be set for a public hearing as the permit expires
sometime in January 2012. Another question would be does the Board want to hire a cell tower
consultant to look at the application?

Silo Ridge Amenia, NY

Chairman Flood met with Silo Ridge Attorneys, Supervisor Eurvard, Michael Hayes and the
County Wastewater Authority last Wednesday. The MOU still has some issues to work out,
however the attorneys are working on them.
