The meeting opened with salute to the flag.
Maplebrook School Dorm Addition 5142 Route 22

Amenia, NY 12501

Kevin Keenan, Engineer for Maplebrook School stated that the comments from the Town Engineer had been
addressed. One major change was the turnaround which has been put in. The amount of disturbance on the
project is less than one acre. John Andrews spoke to the Board stating that as a reminder this project is in the
Suburban Residential Zoning District and the Priority/Primary Valley Bottom Aquifer Overlay District and the
property outside this project is in the Stream Corridor Overlay District. The project description has been
revised as construction of a lodging facility with six bedrooms. This then is considered a minor project. The
applicant has submitted a full EAF.

Since the water consumption exceeds natural recharge the project shall be designated as a Type I Action under
SEQRA unless the action is listed as a Type II. After discussion with Dave Fverett. we recommend that the
Planning Board determine the project to be a Type Il action and exempt from environmental review.

Mr. Andrews went on to suggest they use the long EAF recently submitted as they identify the issues he raised
at the last Planning Board meeting. The Engineer for the applicant would revisit the responses to D.2.c.i and
d.i. as the numbers are internally inconsistent and at variance with the information reflected on the Title Sheet.



This will need to be referred to Dutchess County Planning as it is 500 feet from a state road.  Since this is a
minor project it will not need to be referred to the Zoning Board of Appeals. Since this project reflects a
disturbance of approximately 0.5 acres a SWPPP is not required. They will still need the DC Department of
Health approval for the water supply and wastewater disposal facilities.

The proposed subsurface disposal system has been relocated and the well is now over 100 feet away from the
existing well. The last submittal contains documentation with respect to the capacity of the well to support
increased demand. Mr. Andrews defers to the D.C. Department of Health as to the adequacy of the well and to
properly service the project.

The applicant has revised the plan to include a loop in the existing driveway. We would suggest that the width
of the driveway be identified on the plan set and that they consider widening the proposed loop to accommodate
emergency vehicles.  The applicant needs to address the Fire Department’s concerns with regard to sprinklers
and/or water storage for fire protection purposes.

The proposed Site Plan on Dwg TS.1 does not match and is at variance with the Site Plan reflected on Dwg
SP.1 Site Plan.

We consider the current application to be complete upon the satisfactory modification of the full environmental
Assessment Form. The Board should consider accepting the Application and referring it to Dutchess County
Planning for review. We also recommend setting a Public Hearing for this Application.

Mr. Keenan told the Board that the building was being made by Westchester Modular Home and they must
submit all plans to the N.Y. Department of State. They have a Code Enforcement department and they will
determine what storage is needed for the sprinkler system. Maplebrook is willing to work with the Fire
Department and address their concerns. Upon discussion with the Maplebrook Administration there was a
suggestion that Maplebrook put a dry hydrant in a new pond that was recently made.

Chairman Fontaine felt that Maplebrook had come in over the last couple of years for a few projects and could
grow and get pretty big quickly. Then one can lose Planning Board and Fire Department perspective as to what
is there on the property and is Maplebrook able to address issues and is everything being put together properly.

Matt Deister asked how deep was the pond.. Mr. Keenan stated 9 feet however a spring in the vicinity feeds it.
John Andrews felt that there are not major changes to what the plans are now and some items could appear as
conditions in the final approval.
