Supervisor Euvrard submitted letter of intent from Ducillo Construction to be considered as general 
contractor for work at the Amenia Elementary School.  Representative from Ducillo Construction
inquired as to whether a general contractor has been hired to perform this work.
 
Councilwoman Riemer reported that scope of work has been revised.  Phase 1 will be implemented
to secure building, move computers, telephones, town offices, and workable, clean areas in order to
achieve a Certificate of Occupancy.  Bidding process will be considered in Phase 2 and Phase 3.
Alternative Designs, Inc. will be recommended to act as general contractor to oversee all work
performed in Phase 1.
