RESOLUTION No. 4$ of 2015

Resolution Approving Entry of Order and Judgment in Litigation by Scott W, and
Beaulah J. Boyd Against The Town of Amenia

At a regular meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Amenia, held at the Amenia

Town Hall on the lgﬁ“day of November, 2015, at 7:00 p.m., Town Supervisor, Victoria

Perotti, called the meeting to order, and \ J /‘PWH"I , seconded
by Councilwoman/Councilman \J . %U\H » introduced the following
resolution.

WHEREAS, on or about April 21, 2014, litigation was commenced under Dutchess
County Index Number 2014/1989 by Scott W. Boyd and Beaulah J. Boyd, as Plaintiffs, against,
The People of the State of New York, The Town of Amenia (“the Town”), and others claiming
certain rights in property located on the westerly side of New York State Route 22, and on the
easterly side of said Plaintiffs’ property in the Town of Amenia (“the disputed parcel”); and

WHEREAS, the disputed parcel consists of approximately .48 acre, a portion of which is
claimed by the State of New York to be highway right-of-way; and

WHEREAS, the remaining portion of the disputed parcel was allegedly abandoned by
the State of New York in or about 1942 when a section of New York State Route 22 was
relocated to the east; and

WHEREAS, any interest of the Town in said disputed parcel, or in the remaining portion
thereof not claimed by the State of New York as highway right-of-way, is uncertain and
undetermined; and

WHEREAS, the Plaintiffs have proposed a resolution of such lawsuit against the Town

by the entry of an Order and Judgment barring The Town of Amenia from claiming any estate,
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right or interest of whatsoever nature in the disputed parcel and removing The Town of Amenia
from the caption of the action;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that after discussions with the Town
Attorney in executive session, the Town Board hereby determines that any interest of the Town
in the disputed parcel, or the remaining portion thereof not claimed by the State of New York as
highway right-of-way, is uncertain, and even if proven to exist, would be of insignificant or no
value to the Town, and that continuing to defend the subject litigation, with the attendant costs
and attorney’s fees, is not prudent or justified under the circumstances and is not in the best
interest of the Town; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that, pursuant to the powers granted to the Town
Board pursuant to New York State Town Law Section 68 and other applicable laws, the Town
Board hereby determines that the entry of an Order and Judgment by Supreme Court of the State
of New York, County of Dutchess, as proposed by the Plaintiffs, barring The Town of Amenia
from claiming any estate, right or interest of whatsoever nature in the disputed parcel and
removing The Town of Amenia from the caption of the action by the Plaintiffs, is just,
reasonable, and in the best interest of the Town; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby authorizes the Town
Attorney to take all actions as may be necessary to facilitate the entry of an Order and Judgment

by Supreme Court of the State of New York, County of Dutchess, as described herein.
